REGISTRATION PROCEDURES:  To enroll, 1) Bring a Referral Form from the high school counselor stating the appropriate course(s) needed:  2) Attain reading placement score equivalent to a minimum 9th grade reading level, unless waived on referral form; 3) Make payment of $89  per .5 credit

2.
WHO MAY ENROLL:  Credit-deficient high school students may enroll; each high school will determine specific referral criteria.  Students must be able to read high-school-level texts as coursework is largely reading-based.

3.
CREDIT LIMITATION:  A student may enroll in only one .5 credit course at a time.  If a student is referred for more than one .5 credit course, s/he must complete the first .5 credit before enrolling in the second .5 credit.  

4.
COMPLETION DEADLINES:  All coursework must be completed within 12 weeks.  If a student does not complete the course within 12 weeks, s/he must re-register and pay for a new course.  Previously completed assignments cannot be applied to the new course.  

5.
COURSEWORK:  Coursework, as designated on the course handout, must be completed by the student (in the student’s own handwriting), labeled appropriately, placed in the student’s folder, and submitted in an orderly and timely fashion.  Student’s grade will be issued when work is completed.

6.
STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:  In addition, to the above procedures, a student must sign in and out upon entering and leaving the Lab.  A student must check his folder regularly for instructors’ feedback and coursework scores.  A student must return textbooks before his grade will be released to the high school

FACILITIES:  Visitors are not permitted to attend with students.  NO food is allowed.
